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On behalf of Dunham and Company, Wilson Research Strategies conducted a

research study of adults across Australia.

A random sample of adults was drawn from an opt-in panel of Australians. The

sample was stratified to ensure that it was representative of the Australian

population in observable characteristics of age, gender, geographic distribution and

ethnicity.

Respondents completed the survey using the internet between April 29-May 2, 2010.

The study has a sample size of n=1,003 adults. The margin of error is equal to ±3.1%

in 95 out of 100 cases.
